Animal Basic Care - Friday 9:00-5:00                                                                                                                                                            
Animal Basic Care is designed for beginning rehabilitators and those who feel the need for more hands-on experience. 
The full day course includes morning lectures and afternoon hands-on with animal carcasses, an extensive NWRA 
manual, and a small starter medical kit. Instructors: NYSWRC rehabilitators                                                                                                                                                      
Cost: $95. (which includes the National Wildlife Rehabilitators Association manual, small medical kit and NYSWRC 
attendance certificate) in addition to the registration fee. 

Rabies Vector Species Training - Friday, 8:30-5:00                                                                                                                                     
This all day course is offered by NYS DEC and NYSWRC. It is required for anyone considering working with RVS 
animals. You must be registered and are expected to attend the entire class. You will be asked to sign in and out.          
This course is a prerequisite to obtaining your RVS license. Instructors will also explain the vaccination and             
inspection process.                                                                                                                                                                            
Instructors: NYS DEC, NYS Dept. of Health, NYS Dept. of Agriculture and Markets, and NYSWRC                                                                                                             
Cost: Free if attending full conference, or $40. if this is all you are taking. 

NYS DEC Wildlife Rehabilitation License Exam is offered on Sunday at 10:00 AM.  This exam requires the applicant 
to submit an application, with two written character references attached, and that you register in advance by calling DEC 
at (518) 402-8985.  You may get an answering machine, and must leave a message. They do get back to you. 

Conference registration is required for all workshops and to participate in the general sessions. Fill out the NYSWRC 
form and send it in with your fee. You will be notified prior to the conference if you are accepted into your requested 
specialty workshops, via a confirmation letter with directions to the hotel. A late fee of $15. will be charged after 
October 3 and for registration at the door. 

Policies: All participants must be at least 18 yrs. old or file parental permission forms. Refund requests must be received 
prior to Oct. 20, 2011. After that, all requests for cancellation refunds must be submitted in writing and will be reviewed 
for consideration. A $15. processing fee will be charged.   

Notice: Many workshops include the handling of dead animals as a part of the training. Latex gloves and masks will be 
provided, or you may bring your own. You will be asked to sign a general liability release form at registration. Alcohol
